· Groups shall choose specific sections of waterway/shoreline for debris removal and CIRCLE that location on the map on page 6.
· Participants shall submit the completed data cards to the Aquatic Services Office (address above) by Thursday, October 10, 2024. The data is compiled and sent to the Ocean Conservancy for a national database.
· Groups using a boat during cleanup shall abide by all laws that pertain to safe boating.
